3) Without cleaning the brush,
load it with blue or purple and
paint the top of canvas. Blend.
Clean brush. Let dry.

6) Yep. Give him some friends,
enlarging the trees as you
paint outward toward the
canvas edge.



16) Load a script liner with black thinned with
still tapping connect the two clumps of water. Pull up little grassy areas, twigs and
trees with a bushy horizon line. Complete other shapes to add interest.
